Goicoechea: A Whirlwind
in English

She likes to close the door
when her English 101 class
begins, to close herself and
her students away from any
distracting noises. The one-
on-one is an important part
of the class, and somehow
the rapport remained even
during the drilling on the
roof of the new building,
when it was almost impossi-
ble to hear.

Genie Goicoechea holds
her students’ attention,
maybe because it’s a rela-
tively small class, but also
partly because she is al-
most a whirlwind of energy,
usually continually pacing
between her students’ desks
and from front to side
chalkboards, peering over
papers, offering help. The
slight, freckle-faced teacher

and independent thought.

Goicoechea’s class is one-
half of the original class
from the beginnihg of the
year, because, due to
crowding, the class had to
be split. Half remains here
on campus for the class,
and h must drive to
NNCC. Goicoechea thinks
that “it’s a handicap’’ to the
students who don’t have to
drive to NNCC, even thi
these students enjoy the
conveniénce. Said Goicoe-
chea, “You're not geiting
the real ‘college’ feeling.
There are no older people
around you, and they're a
significant contribution to
the class atmosphere.’”
Goicoechea also comment-
ed that ‘“the high school
class environment is
ing. I get only 50 minutes to
teach a class that lasts an
hour and 15 minutes at
NNCC, and covers a lot
more.’’

Goicoechea is a native of
Illinois. She grew up in Ohio
and Texas, attended high
school in Salt Lake City,
and also attended the Uni-
versity of Utah and the
University of Santa Clara.

She received her Masters
Degree from Northwestern
University in Chicago.

She has taught adult hi
school English in Salt e
City, preparing adults to get
a GED, and she taught
junior high English in Salt
Lake for two years. Al-

she says sbe enjoyed
teaching junior high, ‘it
doesn’t compare to teach-
ing college. College teach-
ing is ideal for an English
instructor.”

“Most of my job is teach-
ing writing, so I'm really a
writing teacher,” says Goi-
coechea. She teaches aduit
Composition and Rhetoric,
holding just three classes a
semester. She also teaches
practical and technical
writing, which deals with
writing short scientific
reports, mechanism of writ-
ing, and “how-to’’ papers.

Goicoechea acts as a
coordinator of off-campus
English class, providing
books and class outlines to
the classes taught in Mc-
Dermott, Wells, and Oasis.
Since the University of Ne-
vada system is interlinked

through all colleges in the

state, anyone taking one of
these classes receives
credit at NNCC. This way
small schools as well as bi

schools receive equa

credit, explains Goicoe- .
chea.

Goicoechea enjoys travel-
ling and collecting things
such as pillows from other
countries, glass from the
1930’s Depression years,
“and I love antiques.’’

She advises studying
English as a “basic,” even
if you are planning to go in-
to such fields as ggggics,
journalism, or law, use
of the speaking and writing
skills that can prove help-
ful. “English is a very
broad field, but you don’t
have to be an English tea-
cher. You can take what
you have learned and app-
ly it almost anywhere.”’

Glancing at her watch,
appearing to be already
thinking of another place
she needs to be soon, she
adds with a smile, “As long
ag you know how to use
words, you'll never be
limited."””

At Age 80

longtime Nevada state legislator
and former publisher of tlgae Elko
Independent, died April 1 at Elko
General Hospital after a bout with
preumonia. He wag 80,

Monroe’s death came just two
weeks after the Independent had
commemorated his 50th anniver-
sary as the author of *‘Hot Copy,”
a column which had appeared on
the front page of the Elko weekly
since 1837, As part of the obser-
vance, Gov. Richard Bryan
declared Friday, March 20, as
‘“Warren L. Monroe Day”’

‘his readers he has pneumonia, but
notes he hopes to be out on the golf
course “in a few days.”” The col-
umnist’s love of the links was
legendary, and he often recounted
his golfing exploits in **Hot Copy.”
Monroe was born April 17, 1806,
in Rocklin, Calif., and came to
Nevada in 1922 when his father
was transferred to Sparks as a
conductor mthe Southern Pacific
Railroad. was a graduate of
Sparks High School and attended
the University of Nevada, Reno,
where he graduated in 1929,
Two weeks after his graduation,
he entered the newspaper busi-
ness, working as managing editor
of R.C. Stitzer's Humboldt Star ir:

Winnemucca. He remained with 1985,

the Star for eight years until
March 1, 1837, when, in tandem
with Stitzer, he purchased the
Elko Independent.

Six months later, Monroe and
his wife, the former Mary Johns-
tone, whom he wed in 1930, pur-
chased Stitzer’s interest in the In-
dependent and continued to
operate the paper until it was sold
ta the present owners, Max and
Barbara Wignall, in 1974.

Concurrent with his work in
journalism, Monroe had a long
and distinguished career in Ne-
vada politics. He was first elected
to the Nevada Assembly in 1941,
and re-elected in 19843.

That same year, he was in-
ducted into the army and assign-
ed to the medical corps. He serv-
ed until the end of World War II
wiorlldng in a British military hos-
pital.

Following the war, in 1946,
Monroe was again elected to the
assembly, where he took the lead
in the tpassage of Nevada's land-
mark fish and game laws. He ac-
cepted appointment to the state’s
first fish and game commission on
July 1, 1847, and served over seven
years on that board, retiring in
1954. In addition to his fish and
game activities, Monroe also
championed the construction and
betterment of the state's highway

system.

In 1858, Monroe was elected to
the first of many terms in the state
senate, where he served until step-
plg& down in 1976.

e former senator also served
as chairman of the Democratic
State Central Committee, and as
secretary and later chairman of
the Elko County Democratic
Party.

A past president of the Elko
Rotary Club and the Elko
Chamber of Commerce, Monroe
had recently worked for legisla-
tive approval of the South Fork
Dam project, and on the advisory
commniittee for the Elko Countx
Law Enforcement Facility, whic
was approved by the voters in

In March of last year, Monroe
was named a Distinguished
Nevadan by the University of
Nevada Board of:Regents — the
highest award the university's
governing board can bestow. He
was also the recipient of the
“gilver Make-Up Rule” a lifetime
achievement award presented by
the Nevada State Press Assoc.

He was preceded.in,death hy his,
wife, Mary, in 1883.

Survivors include Monroe's two
sons, Tim, of Casper, Wyo., and
Larry of Kodiak, Alaska. Eight
grandchildren and three great-
grandchildren also survive.

A memorial service was held
Saturday at Burns Funeral Home,
with the Rev. Graham Hart offi-
ciating.

17-year-old needs signed parental
permission, Donors must also weigh a
minitnum of 110 pounds.

The entire donation process takes
about half an hour from registration
to refreshments after the donation,
said Manilla.

Elko's Cowboy Poetry Gather-
ing, which started out as a novelty,
has become an annual tradition

. according to McCarty. “'It didn’t
feel as crowded this year’’, she
said, despite the record number of
poetry and music fans attending.

In addition to the daytime poetry
sessions, the best authentic cowboy
music can be heard, also free of
charge, each afternoon at the music
jamboree.

It was on the long trail drives ofithe
last century that cowboys started
writing and reciting poetry. Stories or
jokes were put into rhymed verse or
song, and were told over and over.
Cowboys, who put a premium on
storytelling naturally maintain this
poetic tradition and today coniem-
porary cowboys not only recite the
old **classics,’” but also write poems

ing almost daily, must do.

Mitchell said planning for the
1988 Cowboy Poetry Gathering
has already begun, with Elko
once again the venue. “It would

be a terrible mistake to move it
from Elko," he commented.

McCarty agreed, although she
noted yesterday that there's “‘all
kinds of rumors’’ that the Gather-
ing could be relocated elsewhere.
“Other places are interested,”
she said, ‘‘but there's no ambition
on the part of the organizers to
move it somewhere eise."

Elkeans, McCarty said, ‘‘don’t
realize how much people who
come into town love Elko."

Mitchell concurred, noting he
had heard *wonderful remarks”
on the city from out-of-towners at-
tending the Gathering.

But McGarty added her opinion
that there is an attitude ih Elko
that “‘as soon as something is at
all successful, people get fatalistic
about it, rather than seeing an op-
portunity and taking advantage of
it."” She said residents should
know that one of the Gathering’s
best draws is Elko itself, and
‘“‘that’s really neat stuff.”

McCarty said the Gathering
‘‘absplutely” would look for fur-
ther corporate sponsorship for
next year’s event.
